ADVANCED LEARNING ACADEMY!

In September, we launched the Advanced Learning Academy on the Chino Hills campus. The Academy
features specially-designed instructional programs using a cluster-model (Grades 1-3 and Grades 4-6) for
students identified as high ability/intellectually gifted. Students enrolled in the Academy meet for 2 hours

every afternoon Monday through Thursday and engage in hands-on, project-based learning opportunities with
an emphasis on mathematics, science and technology. The objectives of the program are to strengthen
creativity and higher level thinking through exploration and experimentation, and to stimulate students to work
beyond basic mastery and allow them to develop ideas of interest through self-designed and teacher-guided
projects in an accelerated learning environment. Best of all, every activity is couched in the truth of God’s Word.
