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After more than 30 years in education, the one thing I have 
learned is that no two years are the same. Each year has its 
own flavor, its own distinctive. This year will be no exception.  

Last year, we challenged each school to look for the miracles 
and it was amazing to see all that God did, and is still doing.

In 
spite of a poor economy, we were able to make less go 
further. We have instituted new programs to challenge our 
upper level students, added core materials to enhance math 
and reading skills even further, and were able to provide 
teachers with some great enrichment opportunities. And we 
have been able to support the largest number of families in 
need of some kind of financial assistance to date. Whether 
our students are two or twelve, the time they spend with us 
is valuable and will be treated that way.  

With the blessings, we have also 
suffered some personal losses. We lost 
several young parents and our own 
front office secretary, and others to 
cancer and other causes. These were 
tough times. But they have served to 
reinforce that we are here for a 
reason. That reason is to support 
children and their families, and to help 
them grow and mature in Christ; in good times and in bad. It 
is what we learn and practice in the light that will help when 
dark days come.  

One of the themes this year at our elementary schools is

Our new Accelerated Math 
program uses ALEKS software to provide 
opportunities to excel.

All students 
must continue to take the regular classroom 
assessments to make sure that material 
being covered is already mastered.
